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Because of the help of
this Oneida Chief in
cementing a friendship
between the six nations
and the colony of
Pennsylvania, a new
nation, the United States
was made possible.

Oneidas bringing several
hundred bags of corn to
Washington's starving army
at Valley Forge, after the
colonists had consistently
refused to aid them.

WHEREAS, through this program the Wisconsin Women's Cancer Control program was established
for outreach, referral, and screening services of Oneida women, and

WHEREAS, the Avon Breast Health Access Fund has monies available for outreach services that
provide medically underserved women with direct access to breast cancer education and

screenl11g.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin's Women's
Cancer Control program apply for a grant to the Avon Breast Health Access Fund to provide outreach
services to better reach our Oneida women in order to educate and provide referral and screening
services.
