maintenance service on Tribal roads; and

Tribal roads need to be put on the Bureau of Indian Affairs Reservation
roads System Inventory to qualify for Bureau of Indians Affairs Road
Maintenance funds;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin
intend to transfer rights-of-way for Standing Stone Drive, located within Standing Stone
Subdivision, a part of Indian Claim 152 & 147, Section 3, Township 24 North, Range 19 east,
Oneida Indian Reservation, Brown County, Wisconsin, for the purpose of generating road

maintenance funds.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of
Wisconsin grants a lifetime easement to the Bureau of Indians Affairs for the above named
rights-of-way free of compensation.
