Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the autheority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Cneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida
General Tribal Council, to manage all the economic affairs and
enterprises of the Oneida Tribe, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe has acquired in fee status the following parcel
described as: Bruce A. King and Sherry I.. King.

WHEREAS, the parcel is described as follows: Tax Parcel HB-145¢

PARCEL ONE (1), Lot Twenty-3ix (26) according te the recorded Plat
of Beland’'s Hills Addition to Pamperin Park, in the Town of Hobart,
Brewn County, Wisconsin.

WHEEREAS, the above described parcel is requested in Trust Status to expand
Oneida Tribal land base and provide a future site for economic
development, housing, recreaticn, conservancy, and agriculture, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee certified that the local pProperty taxes
will be paid up to Trust rlacement, and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESCLVED, THAT THE Oneida Buginess Committee hereby requests
the United States Bureau of Indian Affairs to initiate and carry out the process
required to place the above parcel in Trust for the Oneida Tribe of Indians.
