WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the
authority of Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal
Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin realizes that

our language is part of our history, culture and
tradition, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has determined
that the Oneida language must be preserved in order to
ensure that it is not lost due to only a handful of
elders remaining who speak the language fluently, and

WHEREAS, the Historic Preservation Fund has available funds to
federally recognized Indian Tribes for language and oral
history projects.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: That the Oneida Tribe of Indians of
Wisconsin supports the Oneida Tribal School in submitting
application to the National Park Service for 1994 Historic
Preservation Fund Grants to Indian Tribes to support the efforts of
an Oneida Language preservation project.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the Oneida Tribal School
Administrator, or her delegate, is authorized to negotiate and
execute the contract and any amendments thereto.
