WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a 
federally recognized Indian government and a 
Treaty Tribe recognized by the law of the United 
States, and 

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the 
governing body of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of 
Wisconsin, and 

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated 
the authority of Article IV, Section 1 of the 
Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General 
Tribal Council, and 

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has 
determined it to be a priority to provide 
educational services and resources to tribal 
and other community members, and 

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has 
previously supported the development of the 
position of Assistant Chancellor for the 
American Intercultural Program at the University 
of Wisconsin, Green Bay, and 

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin had 
recommended that the position be filled by a 
Native American Indian, and 

WHEREAS, the position of Assistant Chancellor is being 
reviewed and may be revised, 



NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: the Oneida Tribe of Indians 
of Wisconsin renews its support for the position of 
Assistant Chancellor for the American Intercultural 
Program, 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe of Indians 
requests that the position be filled by a Native American 
Indian.
