RESOLUTION # 1-29-90-A

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognized

Indian government and a Treaty Tribe recognized by the laws of the
United States, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the
Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS,  the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the
Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS,  the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a governing body

eligible to apply for contracts and grants with the Bureau of
Indian Affairs, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has determined that it
will exercise this ability by applying for a Parks and Wildlife
Contract with the Bureau of Indian Affairs.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe hereby desires to
contract with the Bureau of Indian Affairs during the 1990 Fiscal Year for
funds to provide for the management and conservation of Parks and Wildlife on
the Oneida Reservation in the amount of $55,400.00.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribal Chairman is authorized to
negotiate and execute the contract and any amendments thereto as necessary for
the continuation of the contract, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: that the authorities granted herein shall be effective
until such a time as the Oneida Tribal Governing Body takes further action by
resolution.
