WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognized Indian
government and a treaty tribe recognized by the laws of the United States, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the oneida Tribe
of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article IV,
Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, Resolution 12-07-94 was passed to permit the Oneida Construction Enterprises to submit
application for a Social and Economic Development Grant from the ANA, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Construction Enterprise is undergoing organizzationat restructuring and will not be
implementing their training program before fiscal year 1996 and will therefore be unable to
utilze the grant, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee hereby rescinds resolution 12-07-94-B and replaces it with the
present resolution, thereby transferring the ANA Grant to the Enterprise Division in order to
better utilize this external funding opportunity, and

WHEREAS, the goal of the Oneida Enterprise Division is to empower the Oneida Tribe of Indians of
Wisconsin to become stable and diverse by deveolping the framework from which we can
continually perpetuate our economic stavility for our nes Seven Generations, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe has determined as part of its Seven Generation commitment to ensure a stable
Oneida economy that sustains our sovereignty and affords all members the opportunities to
participate in the economic resources, and

WHEREAS, the goal of the Oneida Small Business Development Center is to provide technical assistance

and support to Tribal members for the purpose of establishing or expanding businesses.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin Authorizes and submits
this application to the Administration for Native Americans for a Social and Economic Development Strategics

Project Grant.
