WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of 
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the 

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe participated in meetings on January 17, 18, 19, 
and 20, 1990, in Salt Lake City, Utah, to protect its Treaties 
rights and those of other Indian tribes for a proposed coalition of 
county governments to "modernize" Indian Treaties at a conference 
organized by the Wisconsin Counties Association, and 

WHEREAS, at this meeting the Oneida Tribe joined the Navajo, Onglala, Sioux, 
and Ute Nations and other Indian Tribes in Salt lake City, and 
acccnplished its purpose of educating the local and national public 
to the dangers of amending and abrogating Indian treaties as well 
as the absence of any need to do so, and 

WHEREAS, Local Salt Lake City Indians and non-Indians were helpful in 
assisting the Oneida Tribe and other Indian tribes.
