WHEREAS,  the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the
Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is concemed and
supportive for the health and welfare of its members,

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin have experienced a higher
than national average mortality rate due to heart disease, high
blood pressure, diabetis, and related health conditions, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin would like to reduce
existing morbidity and mortality rates through added physical
education, fitness, and nutrition education for youth.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin
apply for a Robert Wood Johnson Foundation, Improving the Health of Native
Americans Program Grant.
