Corporation by Resolution 5-24-94C. and

Article XIII of the Corporate Charter of the Oneida Construction Corporation provides that
the corporation may be dissolved by adoption of an Oneida Business Committee reolution
dissolving the Corporation, and

the Oneida Business Committee desires to dissolve said Corporation, and
