Therefore be it resolved that the Oneida Tribe of
Indians of Wisconsin hereby proceed to enter into a Bi-
Indian Contract with the Bureau of Indian Affairs in the
following programs: Education; Employment Assistance;
Social Services; Johnson O'Mally Special Education programs;
and Economic Development. '
