Whereas the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is in need of
a larger land base for home sites and other Tribal activities,

NoWt therefore, be it resolved that the Oneida Tribe of Indians
of Wisconsin apply to Campaign for Human Development for land
consolidation funds to provide for an equitable land base for
the Tribe and to enhance econom~c development.
