WHEREAS, the Oneida Business c~ttee has been delegated the authority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida

General Tribal Counci I, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida business c~ttee pursuant to the Oneida Constitution on
behal f of the Oneida Tribe enacted the Oneida Gandng Ordinance on Apri 1
21, 1989, which, among other things, provided for an Oneida Gandng
C~ssion and which set forth the duties and responsibilities of this

c~ssion, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council in its Constitutional authority
amended the Oneida Gandng Ordinance by General Tribal Council Resolution
3-4-91-A to read: The Gandng c~ssion shall consist of 7 members to
be elected by the General Tribal Council at the July elections,
effective at the July, 1991, election, and
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WHEREAS / the Oneida Gaming Camdssion has determdned that it is prepared to
commence the assumption of its duties and responsibilities under the
Gaming Ordinance and directives of the Oneida General Tribal Council,
incl uding supervision of the Oneida Gaming Manager and necessary
correlated adndnistrative functions, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Gandng Camndssion recognizes and supports compliance with all
adndnistrative policies of the Oneida Tribe, and directives of the
Oneida General Tribal Council, in the preparation of budgets, personnel
adndni strati on , gandng expansion, and

NC1il, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oneida Gaming CaTmission hereby is
directed to assume its responsibilities as set forth in the Oneida
Gaming Ordinance, directives of the Oneida General Tribal Council and
the Oneida Business CaTmittee on February I, 1992.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Oneida Gaming CCIm1ission will consult with the
Oneida Business CCIm1ittee as necessary in carrying out its duties and
communicate unusual circumstances which could result in negative
public disclosures, budgetary and admdnistrative compliance with laws,
policies and regulations of the Oneida Tribe, and expansion plans, and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that all authorities, responsibilities and procedures
reci ted or referred to here wi 11 be incorporated into all amendments
to the present Gaming ordinance or future ordinances that will be
approved by General Tribal Counci 1 .
