Indian government and a Treaty Tribe recognized by the laws of the
United States; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the
Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated authority under
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the
Oneida General Tribal Council; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe contracts with the Indian Health Service to
operate programs and services which deliver vital health care
services to Indian people in and around the Oneida Reservation; and

WHEREAS, the physical health and well-being of members of the Oneida Tribe
and their families, and the physical health and well-being of
merrbers of other federally-recognized Indian tribes eligible to
utilize the services of the Oneida Commmity Health Center depends
upon the efficiency and effectiveness of management systems serving
the Oneida Community Health Center; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe is eligible to contract under P.L. 93-638 for
funds to improve the efficiency and effectiveness of management
systems related to IHS programs and services operated by the Oneida
Community Health Center.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin
authorizes the Oneida Community Health Center to submit a proposal to the
Indian Health Service seeking a Tribal Management Grant intended to improve
the efficiency and effectiveness of health care services provided through the -
