WHEREAS, the Wisconsin Coastal Management Program has received significant
criticism from government agencies which have boundries that overlap with
the Oneida Indian Reservation boundries concerning a shoreland ordinance
which was prepared by the Oneida Tribe of Indians with Wisconsin Coastal
Management financial assistance, and

WHEREAS, a function of the Bureau of Indian Affairs -Great Lakes Agency,
Minneapolis Area Office and the National Office in £:I1ashington, D.C.,
and the Great Lakes Inter-Tribal Council is to support tribal governments,
