WHEREAS, the Associate Degree program takes into consideration the needs
and concerns expressed by the tribal people of Wisconsin for
opportunities in higher education, and

WHEREAS, the Native American Center, with minimum University support, is

prese.n tly operating a pilot project for twenty Native Americans,
and

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin
endorses the Native American Center's proposal for the Associate
Degree for Adult Native Americans.
