WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognized

Indian government and a Treaty Tribe recognized by the laws of the
United States; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the
Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated authority under
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the
Oneida General Tribal Council; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is organized to care for
the health and well-being of its constituents; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has demonstrated
success in operating grants and contracts under Public Law 93-638
(Indian Self-Determination and Education Assistance) and numerous
other grants and contracts under various federal and state agencies
over the last two decades which provide for the care and well-being
for its constituents; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has demonstrated its
capability in determining budgetary and programmatic priorities for
BIA services in accordance with Title III of Public Law 93-638 (as
amended); and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin believes it is uniquely
qualified and capable of exercising a greater degree of
self-determination by assuming more control of BIA programs and
services by entering into an agreement to directly contract with
the BIA to operate these grants and contracts.



NOW, THEREFCRE, BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of
Wisconsin declares its intention to participate in the Self-Governance
Demonstration planning program as authorized by Public Law 101-512 (the
Interior and Related Agencies Appropriations Act of 1991).

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin
intends to participate in this program by developing an agreement for direct
funding of BIA programs, services or functions. This draft agreement will
identify and specify the services to be provided, the functions to be
performed, and the respective responsibilities of the Oneida Tribe and the
BIA under a Self-Governance Demonstration Project agreement.
