Indian government and a Treaty Tribe recognized by the laws of the
United States, and

WHEREAS, the Cneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the
Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the
Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council has instructed that the Oneida

Tribal Economic Development Department is to conduct a ''Best Use
Study of the Carlton Property'.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the ''Best Use Study of the Carlton
Property'' as submitted by the Cneida Tribal Economic Development
Department is adopted and accepted by the Oneida Business Committee.
