Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida
General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, a Tribal governing body is eligible to apply for contracts/grants with
Indian health Service to administer and construct facilities for the
Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin.

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin wishes to contract all future
Indian Health Service contracts under P.L. 93-638 by this resolution.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribal Chairman and/or Vice
Chairman are authorized to both negotiate and execute the contracts/grants and
any amendments thereto.

The authorities granted herein shall be effective until such time as the Tribal
governing body take further action by resolution.

The Tribal governing body reserves the right to review the contracts/grants and
any amendments thereto before execution.
