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Because of the help of
this Oneida Chief in
cementing a friendship
between the six nations
and the colony of
Pennsylvania, a new
nation, the United States
was made possible.

Oneidas bringing several
hundred bags of corn to

Washington's starving army
at Valley Forge. after the
colonists had consistently
refused to aid them.

WHEREAS, the goal of the Oneida Tribe is to protect, maintain, and promote self-sufficiency
and self reliance by providing food for those Oneida Tribal members who
cannot afford it, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe through the Oneida Community Development
Program/Oneida Community Integrated Food Systems with a partnership
through the W.K. Kellogg Foundation, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe believes that the Oneida Family will be strengthened by
promoting the values of our Oneida Identity by providing a provis~onal support
system that fits our traditional and cultural community needs for food.
