WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a
federally recognized Indian government and a
Treaty Tribe recognized by the laws of United
States, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing
body of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin,
and :

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated
the authority of Article 1V, Section 1 of the Oneida
Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal
Council, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin
participates in various P.L. 93-638 contracts with
both the Indian Health Service and Bureau of
Indian Affairs, and .

WHEREAS, the P.L. 100-472 amends P.L. 93-638 and requires
that the federal government provide liability
coverage for all P.L. 93-638 contracts, and

WHEREAS, a representative of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of
Wisconsin participated with representatives of the
federal agencies and sixty tribes which met on
March 20 to 24, 1989 in Albuquerque, New Mexico, and

WHEREAS, the tribal representatives and various federal re-
presentatives consulted ‘and agreed in principle to
a format which will be brought forward as eventual
federal regulation, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED; that the Oneida Tribe of Indians
of_Wisconsin would specifically support the
application be funded by the Administration for
Native Americans as requested by the Confederated
Salish and Kootenai Tribes of Montana which seeks
funding for a risk management service as related to
P.L, 93-638 and yet to be published federal
regulations.
