the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article IV, Section
1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneidg VGeneral Tribal Council, and

the Oneida Tribe has deternimed that it is no longer in its best interests to maintaip its
status as a member of the Wisconsin Indian Gaming Association (WIGA), and

membership in said organization was indicated by Resolution # 7-15-92-B of the Oneida
Business Committee, and

upon discussion of the relevant issues by the elected representatives of the Oneida Tribe
it is the considered opinion of the Oneida Business Committee that further participation
by the Oneida Tribe would serve no useful purpose.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oneida Tribe hereby formally withdraws as

a constituent member of WIGA, and declares that said organization should remove the
name of the Oneida Tribe from its letterhead, and any other document that would indicate
membership or association with, in any manner, unless specifically permitted by the
Oneida Tribe.
