Council, and

WHEREAS, the goal of the Oneida Tribe is to protect, maintain, and promote self-sufficiency
and self reliance by providing housing for those Oneida Tribal members who
cannot afford it, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe through the Oneida Development Division/Housing
Development with collaboration of Oneida Social Services, and with a
partnership with the Department of Housing and Urban Development/HUD
Rural Housing and Economic Development Program will help build further
capacity in the area of housing development on the Oneida Reservation, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe believes that the Oneida Family will be strengthened by
promoting the values of our Oneida Identity by providing housing.
