WHEREAS, Article III, Section 3 of the Oneida Constitution provides for regular 
meetings of the Oneida Business Committee, but does not specify days, 

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Oneida Business Committee that all of its 
meetings should be open to the membership, and 

WHEREAS, on the 25th day of March, 1988, the Oneida Business Committee 
established by Resolution #3-25-88-B, regular meetings of the Business 

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has determined by motion on March 4, 
1991, that a change of its public meeting would better serve the 
membership of the Oneida Tribe and the Oneida Business Committee.
