WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governmental body of the Oneida Tribe of
Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article IV, Section
1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, the goal of the Oneida Tribe is to protect, maintain, and promote self-sufficiency and
self reliance by providing food and suppert services for Oneida Tribal members and
others in the community who cannot afford it, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has established the Oneida Nation Farms and
Agricultural Department in an effort to provide a means to self-sufficiency, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has made many human and financial
resources available and is committed to maintaining a long term commitment
supporting the Oneida Nation Farms and Agricultural Department, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe believes that the Oneida Family will be strengthened by promoting
the values of our Oneida Identity by providing food.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: That the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin-Oneida
Nation Farm and Agricultural Department authorizes and submits this grant application to the Inter
Tribal Bison Cooperative for the purpose of securing monies to expand the herd of Woodland Bison
on the Oneida Reservation.
