WHEREAS,  the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the
Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the
Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe has determined that the use of electronic bingo
devices may enhance the revenue of the gaming enterprises of the
Oneida Tribe, and ‘

WHEREAS,  trial use of the said electronic devices will assist in determining
their feasibility, effectiveness and profitability.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe hereby authorizes the use
of not more than ten (10) video bingo devices on tribal premises only for a
period not to exceed 180 days or until authority for such use is withdrawn by
the Oneida Business Committee, and rules proscribing the use of said video
bingo by minor and other unauthorized persons, and thoroughly securing the
operation.
