1. The scope of the contract is to plan, conduct and administer
the tribal home vegetable garden project. :

2. The Tribal Chairman is authorized to negotiate and execute the
contract and any amendments thereto. : :

3. The authorities granted herein shall be effective until such
time as the Tribal governing body takes further action by
resolution.

4. The Tribal governing body shall review the contract and any
amendrents thereto before execution.

5. The proposed date for start of the contract is May 1, 1984 and
shall be effective through July 31, 1984.
