WHEREAS, The Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally
recognized Indian government and a treaty tribe
recognized by the laws of the United states, and

WHEREAS,

the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governmental
body of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the
authority of Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal
Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe has authorized the Oneida utilities
Commission to be the entity to operate and construct a
water and sanitary sewer facility of the Oneida Tribal
Sanitary District by Resolution # a-lO-90F, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribal Sanitary District Ordinance requires
that the Commission has the authority to borrow money and
set policies and procedures in order to maintain,
operate, manage and improve the water and sewer systems
of the Oneida Sanitary District as set forth in Section
II, C. 6., subject to approval by the Oneida BusinessCommittee, 

and

WHEREAS,

the Oneida Business Committee desires that a sewer and
water system be implemented for the protection of the
safety, health, and welfare of the Oneida Tribe and the
general public, and

WHEREAS,

a public hearing was held on April 21, 1992, to amend the
User Fee portion of the Oneida Sanitary District
Ordinance, and

WHEREAS,

the public hearing process of the Oneida Tribe has been
followed.

NOW THEREFORE LET IT BE RESOLVED that the Oneida Business Committee
hereby adopts the amended User Fee portion of the Oneida
Sanitary District Ordinance hereby identified as
Amendment A- 5-7-92 and adopts as part of the Oneida
Sanitary District those fees discussed therein.
