RESOLUTION 5-10-95-D

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognized Indian
government and a treaty tribe recognized by the laws of the United States, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida Tribe
of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article IV
Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal
Council, and

WHEREAS  the General Tribal Council has delegated all authority to conduct the affairs of
the funds held in trust by the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin to the
Oneida Trust Committee, pursuant to the Emigrant Indian Trust of 1977, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Trust Committee has acted as the fiduciary of the Oneida Tribe of
Indians of Wisconsin continuously since 1978, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Trust Committee created the Oneida Trust Department in June of
1994 to conduct the day to day administration of the trust funds held on behalf
of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is the named beneficiary of funds
held in trust by the United States Government, Department of Interior, Bureau
of Indians Affairs, and has an interest in monitoring those funds to ensure that
the United States carries out its fiduciary duties, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Trust Department possesses the personnel, technology, expertise.
necessary to carry out the function of monitoring the funds held lin trust for the
Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin,
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NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: That the Oneida Business Committee finds that it
would be in the best interest of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin to monitor
the funds held in trust for it by the United States Department of the Interior and that

the Oneida Trust Department is the most qualified entity within the Tribal structure to
carry out those duties, and

THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the Oneida Trust Department, on
behalf of the Oneida Trust Committee, shall perform the function of monitoring the

funds held in trust by the United States Department of Interior, Bureau of Indian
Affairs, and

THEREFORE BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED: That the Oneida Trust Department is

authorized to subscribe to any technological services and make use of any means
made available by the Bureau of Indian Affairs to monitor those funds.
