WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the
Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the
Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is extremely concerned and
supportive of the health and welfare of its members, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin recognizes the severity of
Alcohol and Drug Abuse on the Oneida Reservation, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has an approved Tribal
Action Plan addressing Alcohol and Drug Abuse, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is dedicated toward the
fulfillment of the goals listed in the Tribal Action Plan.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin
apply for a Demonstration Grant for the Prevention, Treatment and
Rehabilitation of Drug and Alcohol Abuse among High Risk Youth from the
Department of Health and Human Services, Public Health Service, Office for
Substance Abuse Prevention. '
