WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida 
Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and 

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Comrdttee has been delegated the authority of 
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida 
General Tribal Council, and 

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is concerned and responsible 
for the health and welfare of its members, and 

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has designated Sanitary Sewer 
Construction to be caie of the top priorities of the Oneida Tribe, and 

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has been identified by the 
State of Wisconsin's Department of Natural Resources as an eligible 
participant in the Clean Water Grant and Loan Program, and 

WHEREAS, the Department of Natural Resources has requested that an authorized 
representative of the Oneida Tribe be identified to be the responsible 
agent for the Clean Water Program. 

NCW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin 
hereby appoints Sarah E. Plummer as its authorized representative to the State 
of Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, Department of Community Services 
Clean Water Program.
