WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida Tribe
of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article IV,
Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal
Council, and

WHEREAS, such delegations of authority includes the all fiduciary responsibilities, and

WHEREAS, such fiduciary responsibilities include the maintenance, security and growth of
all Tribal assets, and

WHEREAS, certain Tribal assets include cash and accumulations of cash dependent on
Tribal Enterprise revenues, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee employed Joe Gabel to design and implement
a plan of action to secure money managers to manage the Tribe's excess
revenues and designated cash reserves, and
