Transportation Project Planning Funding Resolution

WHEREAS, the Oneida Nation of Wisconsin is a federally recognized Indian
government and a treaty tribe recognized by the laws of the United
States, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida
Nation of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegatéd the authority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribe Constitution by the Oneida
General Council, and

WHEREAS, the goal of the Oneida Nation is to brotect, maintain and improve the
standard of living and the environment in which the Oneida people live;
while maintaining and re-establishing the sovereign rights of the Oneida
Nation, and :

WHEREAS, under the Constitution and By-Laws of the Oneida Nation of Wisconsin,
the Oneida Business Committee is charged with the duty of protecting and
enhancing the health, security, and general welfare and advancement of
the Oneida Nation of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Nation of Wisconsin has the expertise required to
successfully administer the required transportation planning on the
Oneida Reservatiom.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Bureau of Indian Affairs to be advised that
the Oneida Nation desires to contract under the provisions of Public Law 93-638, its
portion of the available Transportation Project Planning Funding for the Oneida
Nations 1998 Transportation Improvement Projects List.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVES: that the Oneida Nation of Wisconsin hereby
authorizes its chairperson, Deborah J. Doxtator, to enter into negotiations with the
Bureau of Indian Affairs for the above stated purpose.
