WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of 1Indians of Wisconsin is a federally
recognized Inidan government and a Treaty Tribe recognized by
the laws of the United States, and

the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority
of Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by
the Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, The Oneida Tribe's Business Committee is charged with protecting
the natural resources of the Tribe, and

WHEREAS, there are ongoing water pollution investigations of sites that
directly affect tribal ground water quality, and

WHEREAS, continued monitoring of existing ground water is essential for

those investigations.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Bureau of Indian Affairs continue

to provide financial and technical assistance to the Tribe to alleviate
potential hazards.
