WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the
authority of Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal
Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Social Services Department has been established
to promote the stability and security of Tribal families
and currently has services that target the mentally ill,

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin realizes the
urgency to further address the unmet needs of the mentally
i1l members of the Oneida Tribe, and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of
Wisconsin make application to IHS Tribal Demonstration for Mental
Health Services for American Indians\Alaska Natives for the purpose
of establishment of Day Treatment programs for severely and
persistently mentally ill (SPMI) American Indians\Alaska Natives.
