WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe as stated in its goal, has determined
the goal of the Oneida Nation is to protect, maintain and
improve the standard of living and the environment in
which the Oneida people live, and

health of tribal members is contingent upon receiving
proper and timely medical care, and
