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WHEREAS there are approximately 1500 Oneidas residing in Brown County
on Oneida Reservation lands, and

WHEREAS law enforcement services provided by Brown County are inade-
quate for the area to be served, and

WHEREAS Outagamie County is presently training an individual for law
enforcement services in the Community,

NOW THERETORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oneida Tribal Business Committee
hereby requests the Brown County Board and the Brown County
Sheriff's Department to initiate an Indian Deputy Sheriff
Training Program under the Law Enforcement Assistance Admin-
istration funding for the purposes of training an Indian ,
person as deputy to be employed in the Oneida Area of Brown
County.
