WHEREAS; the Oneida Nation has made a strong and longstanding
commitment to the support of the elderly of our community

WHEREAS; there is also a commitment to providing adequate housing
living facilities for all of the Tribe's elderly and

WHEREAS; the Farmers Home Administration and Administration on Aging
propose a demonstration project for congregate elderly
housing on the Oneida Reservation and

WHEREAS; the length of financial commitment by the Farmers Home
Administration and Administration on Aging can only be
guaranteed for three years.

WHEREAS; supportive services for the residents must be continued
beyond the demonstration period which cover the following
items:

1. meal service--full or partial;

2. housekeeping elements for those unable to perform
these respon31b111t1es,

3. personal care and services for those who need
assistance in daily care;:

4. transportation and other access to essential
services; and
5. social and recreational activities. and

WHEREAS; all of these services are being provided on the Oneida
Reservation at this time through the cooperation of various
federal, state and local funding sources and

THEREFORE; the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, Inc. do resolve
to nrovide for the continuation of the support services
beyond the demonstration period providing they receive the
continued assistance of these agencies in providing funds
for those services.
