WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida
Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida
General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe requires additional office space located within the
boundaries of the Oneida Reservation, and

WHEREAS, Bayco Properties is building and leasing office space at 3759 Mason
Street, located within the boundaries of the Oneida Reservation, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe and Bayco Properties are interested in entering into a
Lease Agreement for said premises, and

WHEREAS, Bayco Properties due to financial requirements and schedule problems
require additional documents to be executed.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Business committee on behalf of
