WHEREAS, the llieida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognized
Indian goverrment and a Treaty Tribe recognized by the laws of the
United States, and

\..]HERFAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the
Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Conmittee has been delegated the authority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the
Ckleida General Tribal Council, and

VIIEREAS, pursuant to Article IV (F) of the Oneida Constitution, the Oneida
Tribe has the power to prOIIlllgate and enforce ordinances by
establishing proper agencies for enforcaIEnt upon the Oneida
Reservation, and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Article IV (g) of the Oneida Constitution, the
rnEffiA Tribe has the pC1Ner to create and to delegate to any
subordinate boards of the Tribe, any of the foregoing powers, and

\.JHERRA.S, the General Tribal Council, on July 25,1988, approved the Oneida
Work Release Program, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe has certain authorities and responsibilities
relating to individuals who coomit cr~s against the CA1eida Tribe,
and

WHEREAS, these authorities and responsibilities require the utIoost care and
diligence in their impl~tation which affects the carmmity as a
whole, and

'WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Coomittee establishes tribal policies through
the enactIIElt of appropriate legislation which is a continuing and
conplex responsibility, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Comnittee recognizes its responsibilities and
expresses it concern for acts against the llieida Tribe and
Ccmnunity but believes that these interests and those of the
individual ~ld be better served through the Oneida ~rk Release
Board.
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WHEREAS, that the Oneida Business Committee recognizes its responsibilities
and expresses its concern for acts against the Oneida Tribe, and
coommity but believes that these interests and those of the
individual would be better served through the Oneida ~rk Release
Board.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: by the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin
that all authorities and responsibilities, subject to delegation are hereby
delegated to the Oneida Vbrk Release Board to be administered pursuant to the
O:1eida Vbrk Release Program.

BE IT FURTHER ~OLVFD, that the Oneida \ok>rk Release Board shall consist of
one (1) representative appointed by the director of the Oneida Public Safety
Depar~t ; one (1) representative appointed by the director of the Oneida
Human Services Depa~t and one (1) representative from the Oneida COImlJnity
at large appointed by the Oneida Business Conmittee.

BE IT FURIHER RESOLVED, that all appeals from the Oneida \.:KJrk Release Board
shall be heard before the General Tribal Council whose decision shall befinal.

BE IT FUR'nIER RESOLVED, that the llieida Business Conmittee is ready at all
tines to assist the Oneida \\brk Release Board in their relationships with
state and tribal courts to enter into any agreenents with the various state
and tribal govenments, agencies, and organizations when needed.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Oneida General Tribal Council shall be
furnished with an anrnJal report from the Oneida ~rk Release Board on all
responsibilities taken l.n1der this delegation of authority.

BE IT FUR'lliER RESOLVED, that the exercise of the authorities and
responsibilities delegated by this Program, shall be under the jurisdiction of
the <A1eida Vbrk Release Board, following the Oneida Vbrk Release Program.

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that the Ckleida \-k>rk Release Board, exercising the
authorities and responsibilities delegated by this program, shall use all of
the resources of the Oneida Tribe, other Indian tribes and organizations,
federal gove~ts and state or local agencies which are available.
