the mission of the Cultural Heritage Department is to preserve, protect, maintain
and interpret the Oneida traditions, artifacts, language, customs and history in a
manner that shall promote the dignity and respect of the Oneida people and
culture, and

submits a grant application to the Wisconsin Humanities Council for a Mini-grant.
