WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe believes that the Oneida Family will be strengthened by
promoting the overall educational needs of the Oneida Community for the next
seven generations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: That the Oneida Tribe of Indians

of Wisconsin in cooperation with the Sears Foundation authorizes and submits this grant
application for the purpose of eliminating the barriers that prevent low-income Oneida
Community members from earning their GED/HSED.
