WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe has determined as part of its Seven Generation Commitment “To develop a
provision system that fits our “family”/community values such as food, shelter, clothing as well
as other services,” and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe through the Oneida Housing Development and with a collaboration of the
Bureau of Indian Affairs/Housing Improvement Program would like to improve the quality of
housing for very low-income tribal members, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe believes that the Oneida Family will be strengthened by promoting the values
of our Oneida Identity by providing housing.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: That the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin in collaboration with
the Bureau of Indian Affairs/Housing Improvement Program, authorizes and certifies that the Oneida Housing
Development has a work plan in place for the Housmg Improvement Program (HIP) as required by the Bureau of
Indian Affairs/HIP Program.
