BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Chairman and Secretary of the Oneida Business Committee are hereby authorized
to execute lease documents for and on behalf of the Oneida Tribe.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Christine M. Doxtator, Land Management Director, or her designee, be authorized to
execute said lease agreement on behalf of the Oneida Tribe.
