The Oneida General Tribal Council on February 18, 1949, delegated to
the Oneida Business Committee, the enumerated powers in Article IV of
the Oneida Tribal Constitution - but specifically reserving the right
to review any action of the Oneida Business Committee; and,

On October 2, 1982, the Oneida General Tribal Council, at a duly called
meeting at which a quorum was present, acted to review a specific
decision of the Oneida Business Committee; and,

A formal resolution was passed by the Oneida General Tribal Council,
pursuant to its powers of review, that suspended the five members of

the Oneida Business Committee for cause, a true copy of which is attached
and incorporated into this resclution; and,

The remaining Oneida Business Committee members were directed by said
the daily business
