WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida
General Tribal Council, and,

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin have established a history
of providing housing opportunities for its members on the
reservation, and

WHEREAS, these efforts have not eliminated the need for safe and sanitary
housing for all tribal members, and

housing and home repair efforts that have taken place, and
