Whereas, the Oneida Tribe meets all requirements for Tribal
' membership pursuant to the Constitution of NCAI
(Article II, Sec. 1,b.)

Now Therefore,Be It Resolved, that the Oneida Business Com-
mittee of the Oneida Tribe hereby authorizes the
Chairman of the Oneida Tribe to join the National
Congress of American Indians; and

Be It Further Resolved, that Tribal Funds in the amount of
$191.59 based on Tribal membership dues schedule
of the NCAI By-Laws (Article III- Sec.l,b) are
authorized to be paid for such Tribal Membership;and

Be It Further Resolved, that based on the membership of 6,659,
as verified by the Bureau of Indian Affairs, 1967
Tribal Roll, the Tribe shall have 170 votes according
to the NCAI Constitution (Article IV, Sec. 3); and

Be It Finally Resolved, that pursuant to Article V, Sec. 2 of

: the Constitution, the Oneida Tribe designates the
chairman Purcell Powless to be its official represen-
tative to NCATI.
