WHEREAS,  the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is extremely concerned and
supportive for the health and welfare of its children, and

WHEREAS,  the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin supports those families

who are improving their employment skills or obtaining employment,
and

WHEREAS,  the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin recognizes the need for a
program for children of parents achieving these goals, and

WHEREAS,  the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has demonstrated its
ability to work with and provide services for low-income families,
and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin would like to apply for a
national grant to provide seed monies for a child care program.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin
apply for a Department of Housing and Urban Development Child Care
Demonstration Grant. .
