Defining Comprehensive Housing Division in the Eviction and Termination Law

WHEREAS, the Oneida Nation is a federally recognized Indian government and a treaty tribe
recognized by the laws of the United States of America; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the Oneida Nation; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article 1V, Section 1,
of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee adopted the Eviction and Termination law with resolution
BC 10-12-16-A; and

WHEREAS, the Eviction and Termination law assigns responsibilities and authorities, including
rulemaking authority, to the Comprehensive Housing Division; and

WHEREAS, the Eviction and Termination law defines the Comprehensive Housing Division as the entity
responsible for housing matters specifically related to contracts governed by this law as
defined by Oneida Business Committee Resolution; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that for the purposes of the Eviction and Termination law the
Oneida Business Committee hereby defines the Comprehensive Housing Division as the Division of Land
Management for general residential contracts, the Oneida Housing Authority for income-based residential
contracts and Elder Services for residential contracts through the Elder Services program.
