recognized Indian government and a treaty tribe

recognized by the laws of the United States, and
WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body
of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and
WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the
authority of Article 1V, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal
Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and
WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has determined
the goal of the Oneida Nation is to protect, maintain and
improve the standard of living and the environment in
which the Oneida people live; while maintaining and re-
establishing the sovereign rights of the Oneida Nation,
and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has recognized
the basic needs and rights of individuals and families
and especially the needs of the elders to live :in a
secure and comfortable environment, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin has determined
it of great importance to address the needs of elders and
provide a program of support and direct services to
alleviate neglect or abuse of elders.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: That the Oneida Tribe of Indians of
Wisconsin hereby authorizes the Oneida Social Service Department
and the Oneida Elder Abuse Program to become the lead agency for
the Oneida Tribe for all investigations, reporting, and referrals
of Oneida Tribal elder abuse cases.
